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RESUMEN
En el Peru son pocas las evidencias que se ha estudiado y la cual es importante
de investigarlas, ya que sera beneficioso para futuras investigaciones. Es por
ello, que en este trabajo tuvo como objetivo el establecer relacion existente entre
la violencia escolar y la convivencia escolar en los alumnos de pertenecientes a
la secundaria de una institucion publica en el distrito de San Bartolo. La
investigacion efectuada fue empirica, disefio no experimental, correlacional
simple y transversal, conformada de 240 alumnos, entre el rango de 12 — 17
afos. Para desarrollar la investigacion se usé el “Cuestionario de Violencia
Escolar — Revisado” (CUVE-R), y ademas “Escala de Convivencia Escolar’
(ECE). El resultado que dio es que hay correlacion significativa y directa en
ambas dimensiones (Rho 0.154; p<0.01). Asi mismo, este estudio busco brindar
informacion para posibles intervenciones y talleres con el fin de intervenir con

mayor profundidad sobre |la importancia de estas variables.

ABSTRACT

In Peru, there is little evidence that has been studied and which is important to
investigate, since it will be beneficial for future research. I this labor, the principal
objective is define the relation among school violence and school coexistence in
the secondary school students of a public institution in district of San Bartolo. This
research is of an empirical type, non-experimental, simple correlational and
cross-sectional strategy, with a section made up of 240 students, between the
ranges of 12 — 17 years. For the development of the research, “School Violence
Questionnaire - Revised” (CUVE-R) and the “School Coexistence Scale” (ECE)
were used. The effects presented that there is a direct and substantial correlation
among violence and school life (Rho 0.154; p<0.01). Adding, it was establish that
the 8 dimensions of school violence and school coexistence are correlated
between them. Likewise, this study is oriented to provide information for possible
interventions and workshops in order to intervene in greater depth on the

importance of these variables.
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
